Important security information
When you configure your wireless LAN home network, 
enable an encryption method, first on your access point 
device, then on the other devices you intend to connect to 
your home network. Refer to the documentation of the 
devices. Keep any passcodes secret and in a safe place 
separate from the devices.

A: Disable WLAN from your compatible PC and Nokia N93i 
and enable it again. If this does not help,  restart your 
compatible PC and phone. If you still have a problem 
reconfigure WLAN settings to compatible PC and Nokia 
N93i.
